NPS Internship Description & Location

Interns will work with Presidio Trust and National Park Service staff at the inter-agency Presidio Archaeology Lab in the Presidio of San Francisco. The Presidio Archaeology Lab provides unique opportunities to describe and understand the nature of past cultures in California through the materials they have left behind. Interns will learn practical skills while helping study and manage the material history of the Presidio and GGNRA. For the Fall Semester, the Lab will be taking two interns. Potential projects are listed below: 
Intern Responsibilities/Duties
1) Historical Archeology of Alcatraz Island.
a. Conduct historical and archival research to predict archeological site locations.
b. Participate in field surveys to identify and record archeological features.



c. Build an archeological inventory of Alcatraz.
d. Conduct condition assessments of endangered sites on the island perimeter.
e. Learn how to conduct historic archeological site management on federal lands.
2) Shipwrecks of the Golden Gate: 
a. Conduct historical research on shipwrecks in GGNRA waters (over 100 need work!)
b. Identify site location coordinates for shipwrecks.
c. Complete preliminary site records for the Archeological Sites Management Information System.
d. Develop research strategies for site condition studies.
e. Learn how to identify, evaluate, and interpret shipwrecks.

3) Archeological Field Collections of Golden Gate National Recreation Area


a. Study the archeological finds from the park over the last 25 years.

b. Organize collections for cataloging in the National Catalog.

c. Prepare digital photographs for public access on the Internet.

d.  Learn how to manage archeological collections recovered from federal lands.
