NPS Internship Description & Location

The Intern will work with the Presidio Park Stewards Program, which works to with the community to enhance and expand native habitat on the Presidio. The Intern will learn about the management of ecosystems containing rare and endangered species, and resource management challenges in an urban park context.  The Intern will primarily join regularly scheduled public programs and work alongside park staff to lead volunteers in the field, providing an opportunity to learn group management skills. Interns will also learn about sit management, taking on a small restoration area as their own for the semester, providing an opportunity to see changes in the landscape over time. The Intern may also work on focused monitoring projects such as rare plant census and mapping projects such as invasive species inventory.


Intern Responsibilities/Duties
· Assist with ecological restoration activities including removing invasive plants, re-vegetating natural areas, and propagating native plants.

· Interact with park staff, as well as individual and group volunteers.

· Complete a project focusing on natural resources management and record and enter field data.

· Comfortable working outdoors and able to do moderately strenuous field work.
· Enjoys meeting and working with diverse groups of people.
