NPS Internship Description & Location

Mountain Lake is a Presidio treasure and the only natural lake in the Golden Gate National Recreation Area. Originally larger and considerably deeper, it faces challenges such as poor water quality and degraded habitat. The National Park Service, Presidio Trust, and Golden Gate National Parks Association and hundreds of community volunteers are working hard to improve the health of Mountain Lake by improving water quality, removing non-native vegetation, revitalizing native plant communities, and providing improved site furnishings. 
Work in Progress: Since August 2001, habitat work has been underway at the Lake. Invasive eucalyptus trees, whose leaf litter contributed to poor water quality in the lake, have been replaced with a diverse suite of native wetland and woodland plants including California bay trees, coast live oaks and buckeyes. More than 6000 native plants have been propagated and planted by neighbors, students, corporate groups and park staff.   
This internship will contribute to the continued revitalization of this special natural area via citizen-based science, habitat restoration and urban wildlife protection via public education.
Intern Responsibilities/Duties
· Monitoring Mountain Lake water quality, reptiles and amphibians 

· Hands-on habitat restoration projects.
· Assist with school programs at the lake.
· Monitoring throughout the park: (mark map with number and corresponding issue).
· Presence of food waste near trash receptacles/picnic areas/other areas.
· Feral cat feeding stations.
· Off-leash pets (use dog monitoring form).
· Social trails in sensitive habitat areas.
· Storm drain pollution sources.
· Keep a weekly log of your own observations/ideas about the way people interface with nature in the Presidio.
· Possible research projects: Research ParkWatch programs in other parks. Research Urban Wildlife public education materials (based upon a particular issue of interest). Develop a neighborhood guide. Techniques for changing wildlife feeding habits at city park.

· Interest/ability to work with hand tools for habitat restoration activities.
