NPS Internship Description & Location

The intern will research the history of the Nike Missile site and participate in the education program about it. The Cold War era Nike missile site in the Marin Headlands is a compelling reminder of the tense years when people first faced the fear of nuclear war. This is the only such site in the nation restored for historic purposes. Rangers and interns present interpretive programs for the public, answer questions, and research related political and military history.  This is an excellent opportunity to develop communication and public speaking and presentation skills. Training will be provided on-site.
