Intern Responsibilities/Duties


Assist with riparian planting at both sites


Assist with weed suppression and erosion control activities


Assist with groundwater monitoring at Stinson Beach


Work with adjacent landowners at Stinson Beach and County of Marin to ensure compatible use activities along stream corridor.
