NPS Internship Description & Location

The internship is with Research and Visitors Services on Alcatraz Island. Though best known for its infamous history as a federal prison, Alcatraz was the most fortified fort on the west coast in the 1860s and in 1969 the site of an American Indian occupation. With more than one million visitors each year, Alcatraz is one of the most popular sites in the park system and is visited by people from all over the world.  Interns will present interpretive programs, answer visitor questions, and research island history.  This is an excellent opportunities to develop public speaking and presentation skills and learn the island’s rich natural and cultural history. Interns will also have access to behind-the-scenes tours and activities. Training is provided on the island.
