If
you do not maintain the minimum number of units you are ineligible for employment. In addition, if
you are enrolled less than full time, the IRS requires the University to deduct retirement and
Medicare taxes from your paycheck. Auditing a class does not count toward full time status. There
are two types of positions available — 105 hours of salaried employment for assisting with three
courses per semester, and hourly pay for assisting with one or two courses at 35 to 40 hours per
course. [You must attach a transcript to this application in order to be considered for a position.]
