3. How does Guevara define guerrilla warfare?

4. From p. 52: What is the main point of this chapter?

5. What is the key difference between a guerrilla force and a gang, according to Guevara? What does the guerrilla need to survive (see also p. 56)?

6. How does Guevara’s take on war and struggle (pp. 54-55) compare with Gandhi, King, and Sharp?

7. Apart from outright guerrilla warfare, what other repertoires does Guevara discuss, and what role does he see for these forms of action?
8. How does Guevara differentiate between sabotage and terrorism (p. 60)?

9. How ought guerrillas deal with locals, enemy soldiers, informants, etc?
10. Looking at pp. 66-67, what problems do guerrillas encounter? How might this compare to the use of nonviolent strategies?

11. Overall, what conclusions does Guevara reach about guerrilla relations with local populations?
