Based on your experiences in your group and in class debates, produce a final, double-spaced 3-4 page paper analyzing some aspect of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict or Palestinian or Israeli politics. This final paper can take a number of forms. Possible topics are listed below, but are not exhaustive: 

- an analysis of our peace plan and evaluation of its "real-world" potential 
- modifications to our peace plan and why they might be preferable 
-an alternative peace plan and evidence to suggest it could be more viable 
- an analysis of the role of one or more of the following in complicating or resolving the conflict: 
* public opinion 
* Palestinian and/or Israeli leadership 
* water 
* economics 
* civil society 
* religious groups 
* institutional arrangements (i.e. Israeli or PA governmental structure) 
* the courts 

TOPICS NOT RECOMMENDED FOR THIS PAPER INCLUDE: 
- use of terror and/or political violence by Israel or Palestinians (too complex for this short of a paper, and could too easily devolve into a general condemnation that might be accurate but is not particularly analytical) 
- role of foreign actors (U.S., Arab states, etc.,) 
- any general speculations about the future 
- history papers about the early origins of the conflict, validity of original claims, etc. 
- anything that looks like it was written to make a particular, political (partisan) assertion. I want an ANALYSIS here! 



Remember to keep your tone professional: USE EVIDENCE to make your points. They will be made more effectively that way. 
Your grade will in part be based on how empirically rich your paper is (how thoroughly you ground it in detailed and specific information that is well documented), on the quality of the writing (is it grammatically correct, well organized, written in a scholarly tone, referenced properly, etc), and on how focused your analysis is. Overly general papers will be penalized. 
BE SURE ALL YOUR WORK IS YOUR OWN. DO NOT CUT AND PASTE OFF THE INTERNET (OR I WILL GET VERY ANNOYED AND GIVE YOU A BAD GRADE).
