· For Week 6 notes, please either do BOTH Alinsky and Sharp, or focus on Sharp (you may not focus only on Alinsky)

· Please answer the following questions in your notes:
I. What common themes do you identify in your chosen readings? What are the authors’ primary concerns?
II. For Alinsky, MLK Jr., Palestinian Leaflets, and Sharp: What specific suggestions or arguments do each of your analysts (authors) make in terms of how or why to protest and/or to use nonviolent direct action? (for Sharp, pick some of the most important ideas, as he has many.)
For the Whale Warriors piece: What is Watson’s chosen repertoire, and how does he justify it? 
(Your answer for Part II should be 6-10 sentences).

III. Compare and contrast your chosen pieces. How are the ideas similar and different? (If you are focusing on Sharp, please briefly contrast him with MLK Jr or Alinsky or Whale Warriors)
a. Think especially about your chosen analyst’s views on WHY non-violent direct action should be used. How do the authors view the role of ethics in choice?

b. For the leaflets, what sorts of framing, language, and repertoires to the authors of the leaflets suggest, and how does this compare with the other readings?

IV. Please evaluate the ideas and arguments of your chosen analysts in terms of 1) likely effectiveness for activists, and 2) your comfort level.
