Hassan, Ahmed, and Hanan Public – what are you, the ordinary person, asked to do and not do? What specific steps are you asked to take to support the Intifada?

Intifada Elites (framing):

1) Who is issuing the leaflets? 

2) How is the PLO presented?

3) What demands are presented? What, in other words, seem to be the goals of the Intifada?
4) What slogans are proposed? 

5) Significantly, what is NOT being called for in these leaflets in terms of Palestinian-Israeli relations? 

6) Who seem to be the target groups of the leaflets? Who is being called upon to do what? From this, what can we ascertain about the identity of the Intifada activists? 

7) What specific mention of Jews, Zionists, and/or Israelis are made in these leaflets?

8) Look at Leaflet #10, issued after 4 months of Intifada - what is the purpose of the first four paragraphs of this leaflet?

9) What is the attitude taken towards violence in the leaflets? 

Initifada Activists (Repertoires) --

What Repertoires of contention are used in the Intifada? What nonviolent AND violent tactics are called for? Who is called upon to do what? What challenges would these various people face as they tried to fulfill their Intifada duty?
Everyone: Compare the framing, language, goals, repertoires of the UNC leaflets with those issued by Hamas. How do they differ?
