· Different phases of Iraqi politics, major players in Iraqi politics over time.
· Specific ways in which the Ba`th Party and Saddam Hussein maintained power

· Sources of (underlying explanations for) authoritarianism in Iraq 

· How have those who have maintained power in Iraq done so? Think about comparisons over time.

· Structure of the contemporary Iraqi political system, key players, and how they distinguish themselves from one another

· Causes (grievances), repertoires (things people did), results of the first Palestinian intifada. Impacts and outcomes of the intifada.
· Causes and repertoires of the al Aqsa Intifada (second Intifada). Outcomes.
· Key components of Oslo Accords and what they achieved and why they broke down

· Formal structure and key players in Palestinian (PA) politics

· Structure of government and key players in Israeli politics. Who has influence and how?
· Compare and contrast the structure of politics in the cases studied in this class and the key players in each.

· Compare and contrast the role of religion in politics in: Turkey, Israel, Palestinian Authority, Iraq. Think about how religious authority has been integrated (or not) into political decision-making over time; how religion is used to rationalize (justify) the regime; its role in ideology and discourse; and how it is used by those who challenge the regime. Pay particular attention to the contemporary political scene in Iraq, Israel/Palestine, Turkey.
· Similarly, compare and contrast the role of the military and military force in politics in the above regimes.

· Compare and contrast the nature and extent of dissent to the ruling regime in Turkey, Iraq, Israel and the Palestinian Authority. 
· INCLUDE Saudi Arabia on all of this if we get to it on Tuesday before the exam! Political structure, comparative political history, key players, nature and causes of dissent
Authors and main arguments (make sure you know which author is which and especially be familiar with the key arguments, main points we covered in class). 
* ICG Reports on Iraq “after the surge”: how do the report authors explain the reduction in violence, and what problems do they foresee?  
* Eric Davis, Memories of State (Iraqi reading). What is historical memory and how does it complement the state’s use of violence? Why, according to Davis, has Iraq been so vulnerable to authoritarianism?
* David Newman on Gush Emunim, its ideology, and its modes of operation
