Questions to ponder

3. What are some of the reasons that Islamists use violence? Under what conditions does violence seem to increase and decrease? Discuss drawing on class lectures, films, and readings (Anderson, Beinin)
4. What are some of the reasons Islamic organizations like the Muslim Brotherhood and Hamas have become popular in many Arab countries? Discuss drawing on readings, class lectures, our film on Hamas (We are Allah’s Soldiers).
5. How have Islamic organizations challenged the power of the state in different countries in the Middle East?
6. Are Islamic organizations part of civil society? If so, are they a force for democratization, or not? Discuss drawing on class discussion and readings (Berman, Hicks, etc).
7. Discuss some of the similarities and differences of womens’ status and opportunity in the Middle East.
8. What are some of the different reasons that women “veil” or cover their hair in the Muslim world and beyond? How does this fit with the images of veiling that we see in the press in the U.S.? Discuss drawing on Persepolis, class lecture/discussion, Merve Kavakci article, and class films (Paradise Lies at the Feet of the Mother). 

9. What are some of the ways that women, in particular, have moderated and challenged the power of states in different countries at different times? Discuss using Persepolis, Singerman, and the articles on head scarves distributed in class.

10. What common misperceptions exist about democracy in the Muslim world and the Middle East? 

11. What are some of the sources of the lack of democratization in the Middle East? Discuss using class discussion and assigned readings (Zakaria, Stepan and Robertson, Kazemi and Norton).
12. What developments might facilitate democratization in the Middle East?
