Requirements and Guidelines for Research Papers
Topic: This research paper should analyze the tactics and/or efficacy of a social movement in one country. It should be FOCUSED on one particular moment of time or one theoretical/conceptual topic. It should NOT try to provide a history or analysis of a whole movement. Talk to me about how to focus!
Type of Paper: This paper is an analysis NOT a description. It must contain a thesis (main argument) and supporting evidence. It must refer to some of the theory we have discussed in class. It should be organized conceptually not in chronological order.
Topics that may NOT be analyzed for this class:

Anti-Apartheid Movement

Serbian movement to bring down Milosevic
Animal Rights Movement (some exceptions possible, but you must talk to me)
Zapatistas/EZLN
Please sign up with me by the 3rd week of the semester to write on a particular topic.
Basics: 

Typed, 7-8 double-spaced pages, NOT including bibliography or title page

12-pt font

* Note: Papers may be up to 4 pages longer than the requirement without being penalized simply for being too long. 
Technical elements:
All papers must include: a title page, page numbers, and a bibliography. 

Research and references:

* GO TO THE LIBRARY! 
* All papers must be properly researched and referenced with footnotes, endnotes, or in-text parentheses. 
* You must use at least 12 sources OTHER THAN THE INTERNET. Research sources MUST include but are not limited to:

* 3 scholarly journal articles (not newspaper articles or encyclopedia articles) published after 1990
* 3 properly referenced scholarly books (not encyclopedias) published after 1990
* one primary source (government documents, memoirs, interviews, etc.) 


* No more than one-third of all your sources may be Internet-based.

* All information in your paper must be properly documented. If you use more than 3 words directly taken from any source you must put it in quotes. If you use any specific information you did not know off the top of your head, you must cite it.
Introduction:

The first page of your paper must include the following sentence: 

“In this paper I will argue that_____________.” Think of your introduction as a road map. Make sure you tell me in your introduction what you will argue and HOW you will support your argument.
Papers that do not comply with ALL the above instructions will be graded down.
