Questions and topics

On violence

· Types of violent repertoires used by social movement activists

· Impact and effects of violent repertoires. Especially be able to draw on cases from our two films (Battle of Algiers and V for Vendetta) as well as the readings.

· Who uses violent repertoires, and under which conditions are violent repertoires most likely to be used

· Compare and contrast theories on the functions and justifiability of violence from the readings

Questions from Hilary Klein and Amrah Solomon Johnson’s lectures

· Grievances of the Zapatista movement (what they were struggling for and against)

· Long-term grievances

· “catalyst” events that prompted the rise of the EZLN in the late 1980s and early 1990s. What was happening at this time that accentuated grievances?

· Who joined the Zapatistas? Who were/are they?

· Zapatista repertoires of contention. List and describe at least four main repertoires used by the Zapatistas between 1994 and 2008. What did each achieve?

· What were the two “big defeats” of the EZLN? What impact did they have on the Zapatista movement?

· How is the Zapatista movement structured internally? Hilary drew a diagram of this on the board. Be able to draw this. 

· Describe and analyze the Zapatista’s relationship with violent repertoires? When and how did they use violence, and what (arguably) did it achieve or not achieve?

Questions from the anti-apartheid movement

· What were the three main phases (cycles) of anti-apartheid activism? When and why did each start and end? Be able to clearly identify the main repertoires used in each phase, the key movement actors involved, the state response, and the effects of each phase.

· Compare and contrast the 1980s anti-apartheid movement with that of the 1950s.

· Obstacles facing anti-apartheid activists, internal and external

· Evaluate the impact of the anti-apartheid movement in ending the apartheid state; also be able to discuss other reasons that are likely to have contributed to bringing about an end to apartheid.

Questions from the Animal Rights Movement (ARM)

· Explain the philosophical differences between animal rights, animal liberation, and animal welfare in the animal rights movement. 
· Main issues (or issue areas) of the ARM (the main areas they focus on)

· Be able to discuss and evaluate a number of different repertoires used by the ARM, especially drawing on the HLS (Huntington Life Sciences) case.

· What are some of the ways that ARM activists frame their cause?

· Describe and evaluate the HLS campaign (specific grievances, repertoires, key movement organizations, impacts, etc)

· What constraints do ARM activists face? What legal restrictions are they dealing with, especially since 2001? What other sorts of social and political obstacles do they encounter? What tactics do companies and state officials use to try and prevent them from promoting the movement and its goals?

Texts – Know key arguments (if they have main arguments) or some of the main points (empirical or otherwise) that we took away from these texts as we reviewed them in class. Review all discussion questions for these texts and be able to answer main questions.
